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Legend: B.C. dates at top of timeline are approximate. Note that 931BC marks the division of the Kingdom into Southern Tribes
(Judah and Benjamin) and Ten Northern Tribes. To avoid confusion be aware that after the division of the Kingdom in 931BC, the
Southern Kingdom is most often designated in Scripture as "Judah" and the Northern Kingdom as 'Israel.” Finally, note that 1
Chronicles 1-9 is not identified on the timeline because these chapters are records of genealogy.

He concludes that God caused Samuel himself to
appear. In Il Samuel 7, Laney sheds light on the covenant by picturing its threefold nature. Laney’s maps and
graphics are well-placed and worthwhile. His treatment in 2 Samuel 24 of the two-sided nature of David
numbering God’s people is also worthy of attention.

He dates the dividing of the
kingdom as 931 B. C. Regarding textual matters, Laney does not overlook the lacuna of | Samuel 13:1 as he
states that great benefit can be gleaned from the LXX in a study of these two books. One interesting sidelight
is his citation of the “dynastic defense” motif evident in | Samuel 15 and Il Samuel 8, a setting apparently not
unlike 13th Century Hittite tradition. Laney’s discussion of God’s will in | Samuel 8:21, 22 is quite helpful. In |
Samuel 28 the treatment of the Witch of Endor is thorough. He concludes that God caused Samuel himself to
appear. In Il Samuel 7, Laney sheds light on the covenant by picturing its threefold nature. Laney’s maps and
graphics are well-placed and worthwhile. His treatment in 2 Samuel 24 of the two-sided nature of David
numbering God’s people is also worthy of attention. This is a well researched and supported volume. There
are few volumes on | and Il Samuel which could rightly claim to be more helpful on expositional matters.—Jan
